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The Student homepage has a number of options:

Courses: In the courses tab, the student can see the course they have been assigned to.

Practice: The practice area allows students to practice activities which they want to or 
which their teacher has assigned them.

Messages: Students can send and receive messages with their teachers, including 
submitting homework activities.

Gradebook: The gradebook allows the students to view their progress and access their 
course and test scores.

New this week: This area contains the most recently uploaded content on the site. News
